The time signature determines the
value of each note or rest.

When the fower number of the time signature is “4", the quarter rest ( & ) receives one beat,
the half rest (= ) receives two beats and the whole rest (™ ) receives four beats. Notice
that the half rest (2= ) is above the line and the whole rest (™) is below it.
